1:22-2:3) When is the Christian’s life fully made right? 

How does one purify one’s soul?

What does it mean;“having been born again…” (compare John 3:1ff.)

Peter now quotes Isaiah 40:6-8. What is the main point of this passage? How does it highlight the privilege we have as Christian individuals, but also as a Christian congregation?

How does the world see our struggle to follow the words of 2:1? What about ourselves?

One of the greatest challenges in life is to apply law and gospel in a proper way. How does God’s Word here apply both to our lives of sanctification?

2:4-10) Here is perhaps one of the greatest picture of who Jesus is for us. (See also Matthew 16:18 & Ephesians 2:19-22) Why might it be important that God chose Peter to write these words?

As there is time look at some of the Old Testament parallels to 1 Peter 2:9-10. (Deuteronomy 10:15, 1 Samuel 12:22, Exodus 19:6 & 23:22, Isaiah 42:12 & 43:21, and Hosea 1:6-9 etc) What does it mean that these words are spoken to Peter’s New Testament readers?

How was Jesus rejected by the builders in Passion week (See Mattthew 21:42 & Luke 20:17)?

 God’s view of us is also that we are living stones. What does this mean?  (Ephesians 2:1-10, 19-22) How does it relate to the description of us in verses 9-10?

2:11-17) How does our faith affect how we live before the World? (John 17:13-19; Hebrews 11:9-10).

What is it we are to abstain from? (2 Peter 2:13-14)

We are living in the Church Militant. Using the analogy of a good soldier, how might

we best prepare and fight the war of our flesh against our faith?

2:18-25) Submission to government is hard enough. God’s advice here seems very hard, but who is our ultimate example?
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
